3. General Qualifications:
(1) Nationality

Foreign students should not be citizens of Taiwan, R.O.C.

(2) Education

Undergraduate and Post-Baccalaureate:

( School of Post-Baccalaureate Medicine: A bachelor’s degree or higher from a native or foreign institution or independent college recognized by the Ministry of Education, R.O.C..  Applicants who hold a Bachelor degree from foreign institution should be verified by the R.O.C. Overseas Missions.
( School of Dentistry: A senior high school diploma acquired from a high school abroad, or a foreign or bilingual school in Taiwan shall be recognized by the Ministry of Education and verified by the R.O.C. Overseas Missions.

Graduate Institution:

( Master Program: A bachelor’s degree or higher from a native or foreign institution or independent college recognized by the Ministry of Education, R.O.C..  Applicants who hold a Bachelor degree from foreign institution should be verified by the R.O.C. Overseas Missions.  On the other hand, applicants with a native Bachelor's degree have to submit the certification to prove they had finished undergraduate programs in Taiwan with foreign student status.
( Doctoral Program: A master’s degree or higher from a native or foreign institution or independent college recognized by the Ministry of Education, R.O.C..  Applicants who hold a Master’s degree from foreign institution should be verified by the R.O.C. Overseas Missions.  On the other hand, applicants with a native Master’s degree have to submit the certification to prove they had finished graduate programs in Taiwan with foreign student status.
※The term "international students" refer to those who do not have the R.O.C. nationality, as defined in the Article II of the Nationality Act, neither overseas Chinese nor R.O.C. nationals.  Those who have dual nationality combining R.O.C. nationality and foreign nationality may not apply for admission for a period of eight years after the date on which their R.O.C. nationality is revoked by approval of the Ministry of the Interior. 

※According to Article 2 of the Nationality Act, a person who meets one of the following requirements has acquired nationality of the Republic of China: 

I. A person whose father or mother was, at the time of his (her) birth, a citizen of the Republic of China.
II. A person born after the death of his (her) father who was, at the time of his (her) death, a citizen of the Republic of China.
III. A person born in the territory of the Republic of China and whose parents are both unknown or are stateless.
IV. A naturalized person.

The provisions specified in sub-paragraphs (I) and (II) of the preceding Paragraph shall apply to minor children on the date of the promulgation of the amendment of this Act.

8. Important Admissions Reminders：
(1) According to the Ministry of Education regulations, those who have been expelled by any university or college in the Republic of China are not eligible to re-apply for admission. Violation of this regulation will result in the denial of admission.
(2) School of Dentistry is Chinese-mediated. Applicants are required to have adequate Chinese reading, writing, listening and speaking skills.  Mast of the courses of School of Post-Baccalaureate Medicine and Graduate Institutes are taught in English.
(3) At the time of registration, international students are required to provide health care & injury insurance, National Health Insurance, or any other insurance related documents. KMU provides insurance application assistance for those who are not insured; insurance payment should be made upon registration.
(4) Admitted applicants, who arrive after the 1st semester has started for one-third of the term, are not permitted to enroll for the academic year. Graduate students are allowed to enroll for the second semester with the approval of the dean of their faculty or graduate institute.

(5) The tuition for each international undergraduate and post-baccalaureate student is triple of the amount of domestic student’s tuition.  The mentioned international students are eligible for scholarship application. 
(6)The tuition for each international graduate student is equal to the amount of domestic student’s tuition.  The international graduate students who are eligible for scholarships can apply for tuition fee discount, and the highest discount we can offer is tuition waiver. 

(7) For all other related information, please refer to the MOE Regulations Regarding International Students Undertaking Studies in Taiwan, International Student Recruitment Regulations of KMU, and other relevant rules.
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
